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THE SYNAXARION

On February 4" in the Holy Orthodox Church, we continue to celebrate the Presentation (Meeting)
of our Lord Jesus Christ in the Temple. On this day, we commemorate our righteous Father Isidore of
Pelusium.

Rejoice, O Pelusite, yea, rejoice very greatly;
Thou hast stripped off the clay and attained marvelous gladness.
On the fourth, they laid Isidore in the gloomy grave.

Isidore was a kinsman of the Alexandrian Patriarchs Theophilus and Cyril. Having studied all the
secular disciplines, he renounced worldly riches and glories and devoted himself completely to the
spiritual life for the Love of Christ. He was a great and ardent defender and interpreter of the Orthodox
Faith. Isidore wrote more than ten-thousand letters to various individuals in which he reproached,
counseled, comforted and instructed his spiritual children. In one letter Isidore writes: “It is more
important to teach by a life of doing good than to preach in eloquent terms.” In another, he says: “If
one desires that his virtues appear great, let him consider them small and they will surely manifest
themselves as great.” The first and basic rule for Isidore was this: “First do, then teach according to
the example of our Lord Jesus.” At the time of the persecution of St. John Chrysostom when the entire
population was divided into two camps; one for and one against, Isidore sided with Chrysostom.
Isidore lived long, glorifying Christ the God with his life and his writings. Isidore took up habitation
in the kingdom of Christ in 436.

On the Sunday which falls during the After-feast of the Presentation (Meeting) of our Lord, we
commemorate the Holy and Righteous Mothers of the Three Hierarchs: Emmelia (Basil the Great),
Nona (Gregory the Theologian) and Anthousa (John Chrysostom). By the intercessions of Thy saints,
