On October 5 in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemorate the Martyr Charitina of Amisos.

On the fifth Charitina entered the city of God.

Orphaned young, Charitina was adopted by an eminent Christian man called Claudius, who
brought her up as his own daughter. Charitina studied the law of God, day and night, and vowed
to live in perpetual virginity as a true bride of Christ. The governor Dometius wanted to kill
Charitina because she led many to the Lord. A judge ordered that her hair be cut off and live
coals put on her head, but the maiden was preserved by God’s power. She was bound to a wheel
which began to turn, but an angel of God stopped the wheel and Charitina remained unharmed.
Then the wicked judge sent some dissolute youths to take her virginity. Fearing this attack,
Charitina knelt in prayer to God to receive her soul before that could happen. At that moment,
her soul soared to the immortal Kingdom of Christ in 290.

On this day, we also commemorate Venerable John, bishop of Euchaita; and Venerable
Eudokimos of Vatopedi monastery on Athos. By the intercessions of Thy saints, O Christ God,
have mercy upon us.
