The Lost Coin: Jesus said, “A woman had ten coins,
one of which she lost. She turned the house upside
down, until she finally found the lost coin. Once she
did, she called her neighbors and friends to rejoice
with her.” The lost coin, Jesus tells us, is the sinner.
